The Minutes of the last meeting were read.
Matters Arising:
Norma informed group that JEDI’s involvement in the Council of Europe Youth Campaign, All Different, All Equal, would feature in the next edition of Curriculum Development News (CDN) –

Norma also noted that she has liaised with Alistair Scott-McKinley from the Curriculum Development Unit (CDU) and has arranged that JEDI training information will also feature in the summer edition of the CDN publication. An input from Joe has already been submitted and Debbie will also provide an input.

Programme Development - Tutor Resource Pack
The group were invited to offer feedback on resources circulated prior to the meeting. Ursula informed the group that these would be discussed in-house tomorrow (Tuesday 22nd April), and agreed to provide feedback in due course. Elaine also agreed the same. This feedback would be forwarded via email -or by telephoning Norma directly. It was agreed that all feedback should be collated within 4weeks of this meeting.

Young Person’s Programme

John thanked Norma for devising the draft Learning Outcomes for this proposed programme at short notice. He advised the training group that he had emailed Patricia Short, OCN, to gather if there were currently any similar CR programmes for young people already in existence. 

It was agreed that once this was established that another sub group meeting should be called to discuss how to move this forward. It was expressed that this programme should try to be established by September 2008. The sub group should discuss hours and levels in more depth.
It was noted that initially the most important goal should be gaining accreditation.

It was agreed that the draft learning outcomes should now be circulated.
Ursula suggested that this programme might lend itself best to a notional hours format – for example 20 hours – rather than a residential format.
